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The Wing Luke Asian Museum is accepting

These
topics are on the minds of Asian
Pacific Islander American (APIA)
youth and the subject of exhibit
proposals being developed by four
Seattle high school students who
won the 2007 YouthCAN High
School Exhibits Contest.

Last fall, YouthCAN sponsored an
Exhibits Contest designed to elicit
proposals that speak to the ex-
periences of APIA youth in our
community. To ensure substantive
proposals were submitted, Youth-
CAN program staff conducted pro-
posal workshops at local high
schools and nearby community-
based youth programs including
Chief Sealth High School and the
WILD Program at the International
District Housing Alliance. From a
pool of highly compelling entries,
four YouthCAN Fellows and their
proposals were selected based on
their youth relevance, creative
promise and leadership potential.

Each Fellow brings a unique point
of view about what it means to be
a young, creative leader within
our community. They come from
Cleveland, Ingraham and Garfield
High Schools and are involved in a
